Guidelines
The Gilmore Committee meets twice a year, in May and November. 

Applications are invited from women who are active in ministry in the Diocese of Southwark and who are licensed or commissioned by the Bishop as CPLMs (formerly SPA), Licensed Pastoral Lay Ministers, Pioneer Ministers, Readers and Clergy OR who hold another specific and significant lay role in church life, at the discretion of the review committee. 
Grants are intended for activities that will help you flourish in ministry e.g. retreats, courses, projects, sabbaticals etc and benefit the wider mission of the church.  
At the review meetings, consideration will be given to applications where the event or project applied for has passed. However, the application to the Gilmore Fund for the said event or project must have been received by the Chair of the Gilmore Fund prior to the event or project having taken place.  In other words, the Gilmore Fund will not fund retrospectively from the date of application. Please include copies of receipts/ invoices with your application.

Applicants may make only ONE application per year and after two consecutive years there must be a break of one year.  The maximum amount which can be applied for in any one year is currently £500.

When applications are made for an organised group event, such as a diocesan pilgrimage or study trip, the amount granted will be the same for each applicant.
