3 Bible Studies in John Chapter 1.1-18 - Life, Light, Love
Part 2 — LIGHT

Everyone will need a copy of the Bible for this study, either a physical copy or use the Bible
App.

Last week we focussed on the topic of ‘life’ and we saw that all things exist and have life
because of the Word of God, that is Christ. This week we will continue with the topic of
‘light’.

Begin by praying to ask the Holy Spirit to help us to understand the good news about God
found in the Bible.

Ask someone to read John Chapter 1.1-18 out loud.
Q.1  Where in this chapter is the light mentioned and what does it say about it?
Al Verse 4 — the life is the light of all people.
Verse 5 — the light shines in the darkness and the darkness has not overcome it.
Verse 7 —a man called John came to testify about the light.
Verse 9 — the true light which enlightens everyone came into the world
Q.2  Whoiis the light?

A.2  Jesus Christ. Look also at John 8 verse 12 where Jesus says ‘| am the Light of the World.
Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.’

Today we will look in detail at Chapter 1 verses 9-13 and What happened when the Light
came?

Read these five verses again carefully out loud.
Q.3 Look at verse 9 again — what three things are said about the Light in this sentence?
A 3 The light is the true light. The light enlightens everyone. The light has come into the world.

Q.4 Inyour opinion, what is it about this Light that makes it ‘true’ - more true or brighter than
any other light? What does it mean that Christ enlightens everyone?

A 4 Discuss your ideas and experiences.
Q.5 Is it possible to receive light from anywhere other than Christ?

A5 Discuss your ideas. Jesus himself says in John 14 verse 6: ‘| am the way, the truth and the life.
No one comes to the Father except through me.’ Christians believe that a relationship with God is
only possible through Jesus Christ.



Q.6  Look again at verses 10-11 — what does this verse tell us about the state of the world and the
people who live in it?

A.6  Not everyone can see and accept that Christ is the source of their life and light. Imagine you
spend a lot of time in the dark and then someone turns on the light — it can be painful to adjust your
vision. In the same way, not everyone wants to live in the light which exposes everything.

Q7 Look at verses 12-13 — what is the amazing privilege and status given to those who accept
Christ?

A7 We receive the right to become children of God.

Q.8 In your opinion, what changes and transformations can be experienced by someone who
becomes a child of God and can now call Him Father (Baba).

A 8 Discuss your ideas. You might like to think about — a new close relationship with God,
freedom from fear, new love for others, new power to live a good life.

Time to pray

In this passage, we read that Christ is the Light that enlightens everyone, and we recognised
that it is not easy for everyone to receive Christ in their hearts.

In a time of prayer, let each person name someone who is important to them whom they
want to receive the Light of Christ. Then pray together for the dear ones who have been
named. Pray that God will give them the power to see His Son Jesus Christ and to receive
him.
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
